Regarding the University of Cincinnati's request that I cease to communicate with faculty members in regards to the defamation of Terry Polevoy, MD.
 

The University of Cincinnati has allowed a professor of law to act irresponsibly by not closing down a commercial enterprise that he owns while he works for the University. 
 

The Law Professors Blog section called the Law Librarian Blog is insecure. That means that it promotes and permits anonymous people to place defamatory statements on the internet about me. This is the third time I have complained to the University about the defamation. Here is the latest one.

It would appear that someone seemed to have finally gotten the message. But why did it take so long? What was it that prevented the University of Cincinnati from stopping this weeks ago?
 

Anyone could have posted on this section. Why they could even pretend to be me and defame me if they wanted to. How would you feel about that? How would you like to show your wife, or children, or colleagues the defamatory comments made by others?

Mr. James Wesner, has always been in a position, as the Vice President for Legal Affairs and General Counsel, to do something about it. Dr. Cuppoletti, the head of the Cabinet of the Faculty Senate had a responsibility to all of his fellow members of the Senate to bring this to their attention immediately. Did he do that, or was this hidden from them?
 

This entire fiasco should be brought to the media and the public who then will be able to judge for themselves whether or not the University of Cincinnati's position was at fault. Is this a private matter that concerns only professor Caron and Mr. Hodnicki? I don't think that it is.
 

One of your faculty members, who as far as I know is the sole registered owner of an Ohio company runs a small internet publishing company. Many lawyers around the country and around the world contribute articles to this endeavor. He is assisted in this PRIVATE endeavor by an employee of the University of Cincinnati. 
 

Therefore, I suggest that the University itself is clearly responsible for the employment and incompetence of an individual who refused to remove the Blog from the internet. Despite the fact that the Blog was removed today, the Google cache will remain for days.
 

The person who still runs the block could have and should have made the right decision two weeks ago. But, he didn't. In fact he told me that the reason he removed the page was because of PROFANITY, not because it defamed me. That is absurd. 
 

I can assure you that I am a competent physician and writer who has a position of responsibility to tell the truth. When I am defamed, it not only hurts me personally, it hurts the work that I have accomplished in the last seven years on my web sites. One sentence of defamation on a Blog such as the one associated with professor Caron hurts not only me; it hurts the University of Cincinnati as well. Plus it opens the door to idiots on the internet to do the same.
 

Another law library blog has also been targeted by the individual(s) for additional defamation.

The person who runs the LibraryLaw.com Blog is also a lawyer named Mary Minow. So far, even after a personal phone call to her home last week to tell her about the defamation, she has chosen to ignore my complaint.

I am clearly the victim of a vicious defamation campaign, and it is enabled by an employee of the University of Cincinnati who should have been doing his job. He and the owner of the Blog are jointly responsible, and indirectly the university itself is to blame. Where are the computers located where the Blog is maintained, accessed from or supported? 
 

If the employee of the university spends time working on the Blog while on duty at the university, then the university should be accept responsibility. In other words, if he is being paid for doing the professor's private work while at the same time working for the university, that I believe is improper. The University is being ripped off if this is true. If the professor contributes to the Blog operator's salary on the side then, he too is responsible for what goes on. 
 

I will be issuing a press release for wide release to the media in Cincinnati and elsewhere because this situation could be repeated anywhere. Deflation is not a right guaranteed by the Bill of Rights. It is evil and those who help promote it must take full responsibility for it.
